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Abstract

Finland’s waste policies are based on the following key principles in accordance with the EU
waste strategy (1996) on the prevention and recycling of waste (2005): prevention, the
polluter pays, producer responsibility, the precautionary principle and self-sufficient principle.
Finland's waste legislation defines waste management activities in the following order of
precedence: preventing wastes, reducing their harmful impacts, recovering wasted - including
primarily their material content and secondarily their energy content and the safe treatment of
wastes and the rehabilitation of any waste related damages.

Povzetek

Finske politike/strategije ravnanja z odpadki temeljijo na naslednjih kljuénih principih
skladnih z EU strategijo ravnanja z odpadki (1996) o preprecevanju nastajanja in reciklazi
odpadkov (2005): preprecevanje nastajanja, onesnazevalec placa, odgovornosti proizvajalca,
nacelu varnosti in nacelu samozadostnosti/neodvisnosti. Finska zakonodaja ravnanja z
odpadki doloca aktivnosti glede gospodarjenja z odpadki po naslednjem prioritetnem redu:
preprecevanje nastajanja odpadkov, zmanjSevanje nevarnostnega potenciala odpadkov,
ponovni uporabi odpadkov — primarna je snovna in sekundarna energetska izraba, varno
ravnanje z odpadki in odpravljanje z odpadki povezanih skod.
